In South Africa SASAS also provides expertise for the advisory body on animal science to the SA Council for Natural Scientific Professions (SACNASP) through the professional affairs committee.

In the execution of its goals, SASAS needs to liaise with Government and other relevant bodies to firmly establish the role and position of the animal scientist in the industry.  It is necessary to expand the secretariat and strengthening our society to productively pursue building, strengthening and co-ordinating human capital growth.
